A geographic information system (GIS) is a sophisticated 

computer and database application that manages and 

analyzes data, based on its location ð a street address, 

ZIP Code, latitude/ longitude, or other ñgeocode.ò

GIS is used by many entities, such as:

Ågovernment agencies, to show exactly where toxic sites are located or to 

track land use changes;

Åutilities, to expand their customer base and monitor power and phone lines;

Åreal estate developers and retailers, to plot demographic trends with 

precision; and

Åcampaign consultants, to analyze voting trends, polling results and 

contribution data down to the street address.
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CMAP fills an important niche

Åsoftware is expensive;

Åacquiring and mapping large amounts of data is costly 

and time-consuming;

Åunderstanding the concepts of spatial analysis requires a 

steep learning curve; and

Åbuying the services of a for-profit consultant can be very 

expensive, especially if a group needs computer mapping 

on an ongoing basis.

Non-profits could also benefit greatly from GIS, but the 

time and effort to obtain, understand, and use GIS can be 

a major obstacle:
